BRANDON – Early 20s, Male; An overachiever, the one that will 

probably be the most successful out of everyone after the 

summer. Nicole’s ex, holds hostility towards Nicole due to their 

rough break up and history together. Still has feelings for her, 

but after all these years, he’s come to the realization that 

he’s growing up, and to him that might mean finally moving on 

from Nicole and his childhood friends. 

 

NICOLE – Early 20s, Female; An aspiring stage actress, you 

witness her insecurities and her knowledge of the field she’s 

going into (Theatre) with superfluous theatre facts. Nicole and 

Brandon dated in Highschool and didn’t end on good terms. 

 

JAKE – Early 20s, Male; The “Frat” Boy, works on instinct, his 

choices socially are based on hiding what’s going on with him 

privately (in his home life). He truly feels as long as he has 

his friends, he doesn’t care about any other drama, including 

the problems between Brandon and Nicole. Puts up a façade a lot 

of the time and is somewhat insecure, especially about his 

relationship with his step father. While he was at college, he 

developed a drinking problem. 

 

SAMANTHA – Early 20s, Female; An aspiring lawyer and, in some 

ways, the realistic one with sense. Samantha has been long over 

the drama between Brandon and Nicole and just wants their group 

to have a good summer before things change. 

 

CARL – Early 20s, Male; the catalyst of the story who eventually 

takes his own life. Never went off to college but appears to 

have grown up, in some ways, more than anyone else. Truly the 

person that has kept the friendships of everyone together and 

has a long withheld secret that will affect the entire group.

Brandon/Nicole 1 (have someone else read in the lines from the other character, or you can present your 

side only as if it were a phone call) 

 BRANDON  

You were great tonight… You blow me away every time I see you on stage… You are going to kill in 

college. Oscars will be coming your way in no time.  

NICOLE  

I’m a stage actor, Brandon… But thank you, I’ll keep that in mind when I start doing film.  

BRANDON  

I miss you already. I can’t believe in 3 months we’ll be starting college.  

NICOLE  

(Hesitant)  

Brandon… Listen –  

BRANDON  

No, listen… I know next year when college starts we have to deal with not seeing each other every day, 

but I’m willing to make this work if you are.  

NICOLE  



Brandon –  

BRANDON  

I love you with all my heart.  

NICOLE  

Listen -  

BRANDON  

Don’t you feel the same way? (Under his breath) wow.  

BRANDON starts to walk off  

NICOLE  

Brandon, wait!  

BRANDON  

What else is there to say?  

NICOLE  

You were my first… (Softly rubs her stomach but make it noticeable to everyone watching) (Beat)I just 

found out that I -  

Silence… BRANDON has a realization on what she’s saying to him  

BRANDON  

What do you mean?  

NICOLE  

I don’t want to ruin everything, so I -  

BRANDON  

You’re not ruining anything.  

NICOLE  

(Beat) I’m letting it go.  

BRANDON  

You’re what? (Beat) Don’t I have a say in this?  

NICOLE  

It’s not your body.  

BRANDON  



Don’t you think this is a little irrational?  

NICOLE  

I’m doing what’s right.  

BRANDON  

No… You aren’t… Nicole, it’s -  

NICOLE  

(Nicole Interrupts)  

My decision.  

BRANDON  

Your decision? Your body?  

NICOLE  

Yes. My decision, my body.  

BRANDON  

But, it’s something we did together.  

NICOLE  

We have college to worry about.  

BRANDON

NICOLE
